        and about 40 lecturers.
The following specialties are represented - piano, piano accompaniment, kokle; wind instruments (flute, clarinet, bassoon, french horn, trumpet); percussion instruments; string instruments (violin, violin, cello, double bass); singing; composition; music theory; music pedagogy.
Instrumentalists must prepare four pieces of different styles in advance, and a compilation of Latvian, Estonian or Lithuanian composers must be included.
The singers have to prepare four pieces of different periods and styles / must include a piece of Latvian, Estonian or Lithuanian composer /.
The selected Master classes program must be submitted with an application.
 Participants in the composition master classes can bring their compositions and recordings. The new composers will be able to write new works for the residence Trio Art-i-Shock - both solo, duo, and full trio (Agnese Eglina - piano, Guna Sne cello, Elina Endzele - percussion instruments). Under the direction of Composer Dimitra Maronida, students will learn the basics of electro-acoustic music programming as well as recording technology and will create a unique sound installation that will include sound scenes from each student's native place.
